Attention Musicians, Catechists and Liturgists.
Use of the Word “yahweh”.
In June 2008, The Congregation for Sacred Worship directed that  “in liturgical celebrations, in songs and prayer, the name of God in the form of YHWH is neither to be used or pronounced.
Bishop Walker, in April this year, asked that this become accepted practice across the Diocese of Broken Bay. 
Bishop David wrote to the clergy, “It is with sensitivity and respect for our brothers and sisters of the Jewish faith and for a furthering of a spirit of mutual dialogue, that in this Diocese, use of the Tetragrammaton (YHWY) is relaced by “God” or “Lord” in our biblical reflections, songs and prayers.”
This does ask us to adjust in some way, some songs which are still part of the parish repertoire. A list of such songs commonly used and suggestions as to possible responses by musicians is available from:
