Christ which awakens their love and opens their

Spirits to others”, so that the education commitment
becomes a “consequence deriving from their faith,
a faith which becomes active through love (cf. Gal

5:6)”. (The Sacred Congregation for Catholic Education, (2008)
Educating Together In Catholic Schools: A Shared Mission between
Consecrated Persons and the Lay Faithful. St Paul’s n.25).

Jesus’ mission was essentially concerned with an
evangelisation that actually transformed our
humanity at the core of our being into right
relationship with ourselves, with one another, with
all of life and ultimately with God.

It is this transformative and relational dimension of
evangelisation within our Catholic school
communities that the Spirit Dream In Burning Hearts
Gathering is concerned with.

In this spirit the Gathering welcomes your
participation and we look forward to meeting you
at the Gathering in May 2011.

In Burning Hearts: The New Evangelisation of
Catholic School Communities

Dr Dan White

What do we mean by “a new evangelisation”? Why is
a new evangelisation needed? What are the issues and
challenges?

What are some of the possibilities for the present and
the future?

Dr Dan White is currently the
Executive Director of Catholic Schools
for the Archdiocese of Sydney. Prior
to his recent appointment Dr White
was the Director of Catholic Education
for the Archdiocese of Hobart for six
years. He previously served in senior leadership roles
in the Dioceses of Parramatta and Bathurst.

Academically, Dr White completed his Bachelor of Arts
and Diploma of Education at Macquarie University,
followed by a Diploma of Religious Studies and two
Masters degrees in Leadership and Religious Education.
He concluded a Doctoral program with the Australian
Catholic University in 2005.
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Dr White’s research interests have included investigations
into brain-based learning theory and its practical
implications for classroom pedagogy, especially in the
field of religious education. Dr White is the co-author of
five educational resource books focusing particularly on
higher order learning and thinking strategies.

Dr White is a member of the Australian College of
Education and the Australian Council of Educational
Leaders. Dr White is currently the Executive Officer of the
Sydney Archdiocesan Catholic Schools (SACS) Board
and represents Sydney on the NSW Catholic Education
Commission.

Binding Back to the Sacred: Religious Education in a
Secular World

Dr David Tacey

In a secular world, where the authority of religion has
weakened as an outside force, we have to learn to do
religion and religious education in a new way. We need
to engage the interior life of people, and find a way to
them through deepening their experiences of life and other
people. Dr Tacey discusses how he has been conducting
a new kind of religious education with his university
students. His approach assumes that people long for an
intimate connection with God, even though God is often
felt to be absent in society today. "Called or not called,
God is present."

Dr David Tacey is Associate Professor
in Literature at La Trobe University,
Melbourne. His special interest is the
search for meaning in the contemporary
world. He is the author of twelve books
on culture, spirituality and depth
psychology. His books include Re-Enchantment: The New
Australian Spirituality (2000), The Spirituality Revolution
(2003) and Edge of the Sacred (2009). Some of his books
have been translated into several languages, including
Cantonese, Korean, Spanish, Portuguese and French.

It does this through exploring what is involved in
befriending our Catholic faith tradition in the formation
of a personal worldview within the contemporary context.
This context includes the challenges presented by the
mega trends affecting Australian society, in particular
globalisation, secularisation, pluralism, and interreligious
dialogue. A key task in the workshop will be an exploration
of how Catholic school teachers might construe the idea
of a Catholic curriculum.

Therese D’Orsa is Professor of Mission
and Culture at The Broken Bay Institute
- University of Newcastle. She is an
honorary fellow of Australian Catholic
University and a fellow of the Australian
College of Educators. Professor
D’Orsa has led many projects of
significance within Australian Catholic Education, and
held many senior roles include those of Diocesan Director

of schools and Director of Religious Education and
Curriculum. She is well known for her published work
and active involvement in mission and education circles,
including her co-authored 2010 publication, Explorers,
Guides and Meaning-Makers: Mission Theology for
Catholic Educators.

Professor Terry Lovat is Pro Vice-
Chancellor (Education and Arts) and
member of the Vice-Chancellor’s
Executive Committee at The University
of Newcastle, Australia. He is a former
President of the Australian Council of
Deans of Education, the New South
Wales Teacher Education Council and
a member of the National Inquiry into the Teaching of
Literacy. Terry’s research interests span Islam and Jewish-
