	Suggested Script:
“One way to spread the Gospel is via the media.  You may have heard about the Jesus All About Life Campaign, which is just such an opportunity on our doorstep.  The campaign is being run by the Bible Society of NSW, with whom Broken Bay Diocese have a good relationship (for example, an ongoing joint project is the printing of seasonal Lectio Divina booklets).
In September 2009, Sydney television, radio, newspapers, roadside banners, etc. will be flooded by this advertising campaign.  You can find some background information on page 6 of your handouts.
Remember when the “Da Vinci Code” or “Passion of the Christ” came out at the movies? Whether or not you liked them, society was quite a-buzz with talking about them.  In a similar way, when Sydney is flooded with these ads, you might decide in conversation to ask your family/friends/colleagues/team mates what they thought of the ads. You will be surprised at how God uses opportunities like these to touch the lives of others.

As we continue this session, we will watch some video clips that produced for the JAAL Campaign for us to reflect on.  As the Bible Society is an ecumenical organisation, the content of the DVD has not been written for a specific Christian denomination.  So, staff at the Broken Bay Diocese have reviewed all the material presented, and tailored these discussion materials for us as a Catholic audience.  At the end of the DVD, we have an opportunity for further reflection questions, and to discuss our thoughts.

	Application to Catholic life - Reflection
	This session can be done individually, or in small groups.
The script below is written for individual reflection. If you wish to do this is small groups, please change the script accordingly.
Suggested Script:
“As we have heard from the DVD and from what we looked at earlier in Pope Paul’s encyclical Evangelii Nuntiandi, as followers of Christ, we are asked to reflect on whether we give lip-service to mission and evangelisation, or whether we, in our church communities, are actually doing something about fulfilling Jesus’ command to preach the Good News to the ends of the earth.
As a church community, we are called to re-establish the importance of mission in our lives. We are called to do our best to understand our community so we can better serve God and our neighbours. We are called to make Jesus’ mission of evangelisation a priority in our church ministries.
In the handouts, on page 8, there are some questions for us to personally reflect on, quietly. We have about 10 minutes to do this. Then we will spend a further 10 minutes discussion sharing in the group.
