	1. Sample script:
“We have heard what our Church teaches on evangelisation, let us now look at an opportunity that God has sent our way that will allow us to be involved in evangelisation using the advertising media. Please turn to page 8 and follow along.”
2. Read the “What is JAAL?” section on page 6.
3. Read the “Research & ads” section on page 6.
4. Read the “Those who are seeking.” section on page 6.
5. Then read the following text:
“Apart from these seekers, we could also use this opportunity for us, as ministry leaders to reflect on our own ministries, and to evaluate our mission and evangelisation efforts through our ministries.
We can also look at how welcoming & hospitable we are as a parish.  Do we need to look at things like our parish bulletin, websites, answering machine messages, how we answer the parish telephone, how we invite people to our parish events, how we make advertisement flyers, etc.
In order to do this, here is another video segment that may help us in our discussions. You can follow along in your handouts on page 7.”

	What to do now?
	1. Sample script:
“To proceed, please turn to page 8. As we have seen, evangelisation and mission are crucial aspects to who we are as a parish community.  For the remainder of this session, we will consider what we can do to be a welcoming, hospitable, evangelising community on mission, especially during the upcoming Jesus All About Life campaign.”
2. Read through the text on page 8 and examples on page 9, or ask people to read the examples themselves.

3. Now break into small groups (For example, you could break up into ministry groups e.g. Catechists to one area & RCIA team to another. Or you may just wish to break up into groups of a certain number, say 3 or 4 or whatever number is most convenient for discussion.)
